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Consistent with the inter-government agreement for the establishment of the National Registration and Accreditation Scheme and the Health Practitioner Regulation National Law as in force in participating jurisdictions, the Australian Health Workforce Advisory Council (AHWAC) was appointed in June 2010 by the Council of Australian Governments (COAG) following referral from the Australian Health Workforce Ministerial Council. 

AHWAC Functions

The function of the Australian Health Workforce Advisory Council is to provide independent advice to the Ministerial Council about:

· Any matter relating to the scheme that is referred to it by the Ministerial Council;

· At the request of the Ministerial Council, any matter relating to the scheme on which the Ministerial Council has been unable to reach a decision; and

· Any other matter relating to the scheme that it considers appropriate.

AHWAC Membership

The Australian Health Workforce Advisory Council consists of seven people: 

· A Chair who is not a registered health practitioner and has not been a health practitioner in the last five years; and

· At least three of the other members are to be persons who have expertise in health or education and training or both.
